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Proclamation Conference 2026 Report 

This past April, the 17th Proclamation Conference (Máme čo zvestovať) provided a vital 
space for learning, fellowship, and spiritual renewal. Centered on the crucial theme, 
“Peace in Panic; Mental Health in the Local Church”, the conference offered true, Christ-
centered hope for navigating the anxieties of today's world. Our keynote speaker, Helen 
Thorne-Allenson from Biblical Counseling UK, shared practical and scriptural insights, 
which were perfectly anchored by two plenary expositions from Romans 5 delivered by 
our President, Ján Henžel. 

On Friday, a panel discussion further enriched this theme, as several brothers and sisters 
openly and vulnerably shared their own experiences with mental health and biblical 
counseling within their local churches.  

The conference program was supplemented by optional seminars on topics such as: 

• What is the Mission of the Church  
• Guiding our Children Through the Digital World  
• Our Union with Christ  
• Faith of the Nones  
• Gospel Communities 
• Opening Scripture in Times of Despair  

As always, we want these messages to serve the broader church, so all audio recordings 
from the plenary sessions and seminars are now available on the Spoločenstvo evanjelia 
podcast channel. 

God answered our prayers for growth in a beautiful way this year. We broke our previous 
records and welcomed over 220 participants. What made us happiest was seeing a 
significant number of young people and first-time guests, making the fellowship truly 
multi-generational and full of life.
